The modern tendencies of attraction of foreign investments into the woodworking industry of Ukraine and the factors influencing them are considered. It is
noted that the intensification of the development of woodworking in Ukraine is mainly related to the high level of raw materials, the transition to international
standards of production and certification of products. It is established that the investment climate in the country has stabilized and the volume of foreign
investments in the wood industry has increased. By types of woodworking, most of the foreign investment is directed to the manufacture of wood products,
cork, straws and plant materials for weaving. The favorable factors of investment attractiveness of woodworking industry, in particular raw material potential,
availability of labor resources, were identified; relatively low level of competition; high demand for products, etc. It is noted that in Ukraine there are subsid-
iaries and joint ventures with foreign investments. In addition, cooperation with foreign partners in this area of industrial activity is actively being developed
(examples are given of foreign companies interested in cooperation). Measures have been proposed to stimulate the attraction of foreign investments in
the woodworking industry of Ukraine. In particular, it is advisable to promote the complete transition of forestry and woodworking industry to international
standards of certification and standardization of production. It is also advisable to improve the legislative control over timber exports in order to facilitate
maximum processing on the territory of Ukraine (this will increase the number of jobs, increase entrepreneurship, and generally have a positive effect on the
development of the economy) and others. Investment attractiveness of enterprises will grow under the influence of increase in value added and, accordingly,
profitability. At the same time, it is urgent to stimulate innovative production in woodworking, in order to optimize the use of raw materials. New production

methods and innovative products contribute to the growth of investment attractiveness.

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INVESTIGATION OF FOREIGN INVESTMENT IN THE WOODWORKING INDUSTRY OF UKRAINE:

The purpose of the article. To study of the current trends in foreign investment of the woodworking indus-
try of Ukraine: identification of problematic aspects and ways of their solution.

By types
of woodworking production, the bulk of foreign investment is directed at the manufacture of wood products,
cakes, straw and vegetable materials for weaving.

The favorable factors of investment attractiveness of the woodworking industry, in particular raw material
potential, availability of labor resources are revealed; relatively low level of competition; high demand for prod-
ucts, etc.

It is noted that in Ukraine there are subsidiaries and joint ventures with the foreign investments. In addition,
cooperation with foreign partners in this area of industrial activity is actively being developed (examples are
given of foreign companies interested in cooperation).

Practical implications. To propose measures to stimulate the attraction of foreign investments into the
Ukrainian woodworking industry. In particular, it has been established that Ukraine's forestry is at the stage of
transition to international timber certification standards. Therefore, it is necessary from the side of the state to
facilitate the realization of this task, with the aim of full transition of the forestry and woodworking industry to
international standards of certification and standardization of production. This will strengthen the competitive
position of woodworking enterprises in the international market.

It is also advisable to improve the legislative control over timber exports in order to facilitate maximum
processing on the territory of Ukraine (this will increase the number of jobs, increase entrepreneurship, and
generally have a positive effect on the development of the economy) and others. Investment attractiveness of
enterprises will grow under the influence of increase in value added and, accordingly, profitability. At the same
time, it is urgent to stimulate innovative production in woodworking, in order to optimize the use of raw materi-
als. New production methods and innovative products contribute to the growth of investment attractiveness.

Valueloriginality. In this study considered the problems of attracting foreign investment to the Ukrainian
woodworking industry. The ways of intensifying investing in this activity are suggested.
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
