CRIMINAL INVESTIGATION

An investigation means to follow step-by-step by patient (giznanmus) or
observation; to trace or track mentally; to search into; to examine and inquire into
with care and accuracy; to find out by careful inquisition; (o6crexenss); the taking
of (moxkasm); a legal inquiry. The word investigate is derived from the Latin word
vestigare meaning “to track or trace”, a derivation easily related to the police
investigation in which the officers search (Bu3uauutu) all the facts related to a
specific case. A criminal (poscainyBanns) seeks all the facts associated with a
crime to determine the truth: what happened and who is responsible.

If a crime is suspected or known to have been committed, the police
(mpoBoaMTh po3ciimyBanus). They may (poscaimysatu) alone, or they may seek
help from the medical and technical specialists or the specialists representing the
private interests or groups such as the insurance claims adjustors and the (ooman
kiaienra) investigators. In the USA the investigators from the federal, state, or
county police agencies may also assist.

The first determination in a criminal investigation is whether a crime has, in
fact, been committed. Does the evidence support a specific (mpaBomopyiuenns)? A
legal (apemt) cannot be made for an act that is not defined by the statute or
ordinance as a crime.

Although everyone has a notion of what (3mouun) is, the (cirimai) must have
a very precise understanding of what it means. A crime is an act or omission
forbidden by law and punishable by a fine, imprisonment, or even death. The word
crime comes from the Latin word crimen meaning an offence or act that violates
the law. In the USA the crimes and penalties for each are established and defined
by the state and federal statutes and local ordinances.

The crimes are divided into two general categories — (TskKi KpuMiHaIbHI
snounnM) and (He3nauHi 3nmounnu) — depending on the severity of the act and the
recommended (mokapanus). The more serious the crime is considered by the
society, the more severe the penalty. The investigations involve both types of the
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crimes. The misdemeanors are sometimes further subdivided into the gross and
petty misdemeanors, based on the value of the property involved.

Because the definitions of the crimes and their penalties in the USA vary
considerably on the municipal, county, state, and federal level, the investigators
must be familiar with their area’s criminal statutes and ordinances. These statutes
and ordinances list the specific conditions, called the (enementn 3104uny), that
must occur for an act to be called a specific kind of the crime. The investigation
must (mokazysatu) each of these elements, even if the (migo3proBanwuii) has given a
confession.

In addition to proving the elements of the crime, the investigators must
determine who committed it. The investigation is often aided by knowing how the
(3moumnuiii) usually operate, that is, their (cmoci6 aii). The modus operandi, or
M.QO., is the characteristic way a criminal commits a specific type of the crime.

The goals of the criminal investigation are to:

v' legally obtain the information and evidence (BcranosmroBaTH
ocoby/ocoowu) responsible;

v’ arrest the suspect(s);

v’ recover stolen property;

STAGES OF A CRIMINAL INVESTIGATION
AND CRIMINAL JUSTICE CAREERS

Investigating a crime involves many processes carried out by a variety of
the professionals. Those stages can be categorized into three broad groups: on the
scene of the crime, at the lab and in the courtroom.

On the Scene and Immediately After

The police officers are usually the first on the scene, where they may stop a
crime in progress and apprehend the offenders or suspects. If the crime has
already been committed, the law enforcement personnel try to piece together
exactly what happened. Either way, they follow a process to gather the evidence in
support of a criminal charge and conviction.

Police Officers

The police officers may stop a crime in progress, apprehend the offenders or
suspects, locate and question the witnesses at the scene, or secure the scene. The
crime scene investigators, or the CSls, sometimes aid the police officers or
detectives in documenting the crime scene and gathering the evidence.

The CSI can also be called a forensic investigator or evidence technician.
They may be an experienced law enforcement officer or a civilian specifically
trained in forensic science.
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Crime Scene Investigators
The CSlIs preserve the crime scenes, conduct the systematic searches for
evidence, and collect and preserve the physical evidence. They also conduct the
interviews with the witnesses. Additionally, they photograph the crime scenes,
evidence and the bodies of any deceased victims. The CSls take measurements of
the crime scene and relative locations of the evidence, as well as examine and
collect the latent evidence such as the fingerprints, chemicals and bodily fluids.
Forensic Photographers
While the CSls may take photographs of the scene, some larger departments
may employ a separate forensic photographer to support the police officers and
detectives. More specifically, the forensic photographers take photos of the entire
crime scene, photograph all the evidence and document the bodies in relation to the
scene.
Detectives
The detectives step in after a crime has been committed to handle the several
key tasks. They conduct the bulk of the investigation, talk with the witnesses,
question the suspects, and gather the analysis from the technicians and other
experts.
After the Scene
After the evidence is collected at the scene, the work continues in the lab.
The forensic specialists analyze the evidence to help the police and detectives with
the investigation. While they may help gather evidence on the scene, their
particular skills are evident in the analysis they perform after the evidence is
collected.

Lab Specialists

The numerous professions fall under the “lab specialist” category. For
instance, the forensic technicians analyze the DNA and other material from the
scene, use the DNA results and other scientific evidence to connect the suspects to
the crime, and confer with the other scientists in the specialized fields as needed.

The ballistic technicians are the lab specialists who inspect the guns and
ammunition from the scene, compare the seized weapons with those used in the
crime, and identify which weapon may have been used based on the crime scene
evidence.

The latent evidence technicians analyze the collected latent evidence;
collect or document the fingerprints, DNA and other non-physical evidence; and
use the tools such as the chemicals and ultraviolet light to reveal the unseen
evidence.

The computer and digital forensic analysts analyze the digital data to
connect the suspects to the crimes; investigate the online scams, identify the theft,
electronic fraud and related crimes; and gather the computer and digital evidence
to help solve the cyber and physical crimes.

The private investigators may also participate in the crime investigations.
They aren’t bound by the same restrictions as the law enforcement investigators,
but they must adhere to the law for the evidence to be admissible in court.
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Private Investigators

People who hire the private investigators, or the Pls, include the victims, the
relatives of the victims and the lawyers. The Pls conduct the deep online or in-
person research; retrace the steps of an investigation and gather the evidence;
interview the victims, suspects and witnesses; perform the background and records
checks; and conduct the surveillance.

In the Courtroom

The primary professional involved in the courtroom stage of the crime
investigation is the attorney or lawyer.

The attorneys come to the courtroom with a deep understanding of the law,
as well as the legal precedents and the outcomes. They also work to present the
case of the accused (the defence) or the law enforcement’s side of the case (the
prosecution).

The attorneys explain the facts of the case to their client and recommend a
strategy, advocate for their client in court, and communicate verbally and in
writing with everyone involved in the trial process. They can also supervise the
support staff, including the paralegals and legal secretaries.

At trial, the attorneys may call on the experts to testify on behalf of the
defence or the prosecution. Those experts may include the police detectives,
forensic technicians, ballistic technicians, latent evidence technicians, and
computer and digital forensic analysts.

THE POLICE: CRIMINAL INVESTIGATIONS

The seriousness of the crime, illicit goods, interview the witnesses, the
relevance of the information, apprehend the perpetrator, collecting the evidence,
the crime scene, an arrest warrant, entrapment, a follow-up investigation, the
information theory, identified and apprehended, to reach some goal, the
investigative activities, post-crime activities, the undercover strategy, notify the
police, an arrest is made, a criminal investigation, an opportunity, the crime-
related information, the prosecutor, criminal behaviours.

Criminal investigation defined

An investigation refers to the process of collecting the information in order

; for example, collecting the information about the reliability and
performance of a vehicle prior to its purchase in order to enhance the likelihood of
buying a good car. Applied to the criminal realm, refers to the process of
collecting the information (or evidence) about a crime in order to: (1) determine if
a crime has been committed; (2) identify the perpetrator; (3) ; and (4)
provide the evidence to support a conviction in court. If the first three objectives
are successfully attained, then the crime can be said to be solved. Several other
outcomes such as recovering stolen property, deterring the individuals from
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engaging in , and satisfying the crime victims have also been associated
with the process.
A useful perspective of the criminal investigation process is provided by
. According to the information theory, the criminal investigation process
resembles a battle between the police and the perpetrator over . In
committing the crime, the offender emits the "signals,” or leaves behind the
information of various sorts (fingerprints, eyewitness descriptions, murder weapon,
etc.), which the police attempt to collect through . If the perpetrator is able
to minimize the amount of the information available for the police to collect, or if
the police are unable to recognize the information left behind, then the perpetrator
will not be apprehended and therefore, the perpetrator will win the battle. If the
police are able to collect a significant number of the signals from the perpetrator,
then the perpetrator will be , and the police will win. This perspective
clearly underscores the importance of the information in the criminal investigation.
The major problem for the police in conducting the criminal investigation is
that not only there are the potentially massive amounts of the information
available, but Is often unknown, the information is often incomplete, and the
information is often inaccurate. Further, to be useful in proving the guilt in court
(where beyond a reasonable doubt is the standard), the evidence must have certain
other qualities, and certain rules and procedures must be followed in

The structure of criminal investigations

The criminal investigations can be either reactive, where the police respond
to a crime that has already occurred, or proactive, where the investigation may go
on before and during the commission of the offense.

The reactive criminal investigation process can be organized into several
stages. The first stage is the initial discovery and response. Of course, before the
criminal investigation process can begin, the police must discover that the crime
has occurred or the victim (or witness) must realize that the crime has occurred and

. In the vast majority of cases it is the victim that first realizes that the crime
has occurred and notifies the police. Then, most often, a patrol officer is dispatched
to or the location of the victim.

The second stage, the initial investigation, consists of the immediate
of the patrol officer who arrives at the crime scene. The tasks of the patrol officer
during the initial investigation are to arrest the culprit (if known and present),
locate and , and collect and preserve the other evidence.

If the perpetrator is not arrested during the initial investigation, then the case
may be selected for , the third stage of the reactive investigation process.
The follow-up investigation consists of the additional investigative activities
performed on the case, and these activities are usually performed by a detective.
The process of deciding which cases should receive the additional investigative
effort is referred to as the case screening. This decision is most often made by a
detective supervisor and is most often guided by the consideration of (e.g.,
the amount of property loss or injury to the victim) and the solvability factors (the
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key pieces of the crime-related information that, if present, enhance the probability
of an arrest being made).

Finally, at any time in the process the case may be closed and the
investigative activities terminated (e.g., the victim cancels the investigation, the
crime is unfounded, there are no more leads available, or ). If an arrest is
made, or IS issued, the primary responsibility for the case typically shifts to
the prosecutor's office. The detective then assists in preparing the case for
the further processing.

With regard to the proactive criminal investigations, the undercover
investigations are of most significance. Perhaps the most well-known type of

Is the sting or buy-bust strategy that usually involves a police officer posing
as someone who wishes to buy some (e.g., sex, drugs). Once a seller is
identified and the particulars of the illicit transaction are determined, the police
officers waiting nearby can execute an arrest. Another common strategy involves
the undercover police officers acting as the decoys where the attempt is to attract
the street crime by presenting to an offender to commit such crime (e.g., a
police officer poses as a stranded motorist in a high crime area; when a robbery
attempt is made, the nearby officers can make an arrest). The undercover strategies
are controversial primarily because of the possibility of the . Although a
multitude of the court cases have dealt with this issue, the basic rule is that the
police can provide the opportunity or can encourage the offender to act but cannot
compel the behaviour.
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
