Abstract. In today's conditions, the main attention of the world community is
primarily focused on the political process in Ukraine. That is why the study of the
speeches of officials, in particular, presidents, prime ministers, and politicians,
arouses great interest among scientists. Language has always been and is a powerful
tool in the realm of international politics and diplomacy. Public statements of world
leaders determine the development of events on the world stage and shape the
international order. In times of crisis, the weight of what political leaders say
increases significantly and has a direct impact on the world situation. Since Russia
annexed Crimea in 2014 and unleashed a war in eastern Ukraine, one can follow
how the political statements of world leaders and diplomats have reflected their
position towards the aggressor.

The article emphasizes the linguistic aspect of public statements, speeches,
addresses of the presidents of the United States of America, Great Britain, Germany,
France and other European leaders. Linguistic rhetoric of politicians makes it
possible to better understand the role of language in determining the political
positions of world leaders and the importance of careful use of linguistic means to
support peace, tolerance and dialogue in the conditions of conflicts and wars.

Analyzing the features of political discourse from the point of view of
linguopragmatics, political speech is singled out as a special genre in the system of
intercultural communication. A political speech is a structured speech by political
leaders with a clearly defined purpose, communicative strategies and tactics, and a
number of key functions. An official political speech, as a means of communication

between politicians and people, is especially important now in the period of Russian
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aggression against Ukraine, political speeches aim to exert a certain political
influence not only on the aggressor country and its political leaders, but also to
support the values and freedoms of Ukraine and of the Ukrainian population.

It was found that in their speeches, politicians use communicative strategies
and tactics: the strategy of self-presentation with tactics of identification and
solidarity with the Ukrainian people, the strategy of discrediting with tactics of
accusation, condemnation, and insults, and the strategy of forming the emotional
mood of the addressee with tactics of unity and taking into account the value
orientations of the addressee with tactics of appeal to emotions of the addressee and,
of course, campaign strategy with tactics of appeal and promises. The lexical and
grammatical tools used by politicians to implement communicative strategies and
tactics are analyzed. It is worth noting the dominant means such as metaphor,
phraseological units, anaphora, epithets, terms, repetitions, modal verbs. As a result
of the analysis of the evaluative statements of the leaders regarding the aggressor, it
was confirmed that the general verbal assessment of Russia's aggression in Ukraine
during the war became more negative and reached a high degree of criticality.
